Schools often require that PCS orders be submitted to the new school as part of registration. The orders help
determine if the student is eligible to enroll in the school per the state's advance enroliment policy.
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Public schools are generally required by state law to disenroll students after a certain number of absences from school.

To avoid having your student involuntarily withdrawn from school, ensure that your student will start school on the agreed upon date,
prior to using advance enroliment to register.

Be prepared to furnish the school with proof of residency within the required timeframe after your child starts school or your family's
official date of arrival, usually within 10 days.
